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Captain’s Responsibilities 
 

Before the season 
1. Put together the team, collect league  fees and submit league entry forms and payment. 

2. Make sure all your players are SSRA members for the whole league season. 

Before each match 
1. Put together the team (4 players) and make sure all players are informed of date, time and 

venue of the match. 

2. Contact the opposing team captain to confirm date, time, venue and players. Team contact 

info is in the league schedule spreadsheet, in the Captains worksheet 

3. If the captain is unable to perform the captain’s duties then make sure the assistant captain or 

one of the team takes over. 

During each match  
1. Make sure all players play in their correct order. 

2. Make sure all matches have a referee. Your team must referee at least two matches to get your 

bonus point. 

3. Make sure the scores for all matches are recorded on paper. Do not lose! 

4. Make sure eye-guards are worn for all matches. All your players must wear eye protection to get 

your bonus point. 

5. Make sure player behavior is sportsmanlike and respectful of other players and the host clubs. 

6. If you win: buy the beer! J  

After each match  
1. Winning captain: enter scores into league website. 

2. Losing captain: confirm scores. 

3. Inform the rest of your team of the match results 

General  
1. Keep  teammates informed of any league notices or changes, referee  clinics etc. 

2. Contact the league czar about any issues, problems or incidents. 

 



 

Using the League Website 
This section will walk you through the basics of using the US Squash website to maintain your teams and 

enter your scores.  Please contact league@seattlesquash.com if you have problems or questions. 

Logging on 
1. Go to the US Squash site and log on, using the “logon” menu option (see below). If you don’t 

already have a USSquash ID you’ll be prompted to create one.  You need to be designated as 

Captain or Co-captain in order to access some of these screens. 

 

2. From the League main page (above), select your Division 

3. On the Division page, select your team:

Managing teams 
1. To manage your team ( eg. add players, change playing order), select the “Manage Roster” tab 

(see below). From the Manage Roster screen you can add/remove team members, change 

playing order, etc. (Once the season starts you may NOT do this without permission from the 

Czar, though, as the teams and order are locked down.)  The “Manage Roster” screen is fairly 

intuitive, but contact the Czar if you have problems. 

 

Entering Match Results  
1. Winning captain: to enter results for a match, find the match you want to enter results for and 

select “Record” (see above).  Fill out the results form with the winner and scores for each game 

and add bonus points as follows, for a maximum of 3 points for the match winner and 1 point 

for the loser: 

a. 2 bonus points to the overall match winner 

b. 1 bonus point if team fielded 4 players, refereed 2 matches and all team members wore 

eye protection.   

2. Losing captain: to confirm results already entered by the winning captain, select “confirm” (see 

above) and follow the prompts. 

3. That’s all – congratulations!
